| find the “Show Me the Evidence” blocks to be extremely
helpful.

Beyond the specific evidence-based blocks, there are
frequent endnotes to direct students to other reading.
This provides a basis for articles we would consider
assigning students for more in-depth research. Finally,
there are multiple well done visual diagrams. | hope these
will be available as separate images for projection to the
class. | am also thrilled at the inclusion of videos/movies
in the online edition.

Can you describe any new content that
is useful for teaching today but isn’t
available with other paramedic texts?

Thorough coverage of pharmacology. | am impressed by
the level of detail; it may eliminate the need for a separate
pharmacology textbook. The information is also very
current and up-to-date, including new FDA approaches to
labeling drugs for use during pregnancy.

The ECG section is also very thorough, including a discus-
sion on axis and hemiblocks in 12 lead interpretation. This
is an oft-neglected topic that | believe paramedics should
be more familiar with, as these are often encountered in
the field. The discussion of wide complex tachycardias is
also useful. There is excellent material here.

The
chapters provide a basis for instructors to develop their
own exercises, be it a flipped classroom on a particular
topic or a classroom lecture. There are also good critical
thinking questions included that can be used to foster
classroom discussion.

The chapters encourage critical thinking and offer
exercises in this area, which will help prepare them for
the NREMT exam. The book is also very comprehensive
in terms of its coverage of each topic and will provide
students with comprehensive preparation for both the
exam as well as field work when it is combined with an
active classroom and clinical program. With as much
information as it has, it will be imperative for students to
spend a great deal of time with it; however, the writing,
diagrams, photos, and illustrations will do a good job of
maintaining the attention of those who study it.
